President Bruce Jensen called the meeting to order at 10:37.  A motion was made by Dave Kanten, 

seconded by Kathleen Eckstrand, and passed to accept the Secretary’s report as printed in the 

newsletter.  A motion was made by Bob Koepp, seconded by Dave Kanten, and passed to accept the 

Treasurer’s report as printed in the newsletter with the update of $ 4,000.00 in bills for a balance of 

around $11,000.00.Sandy Pearson is willing to obtain name tags from the Sign Man of Ohio for the 

members.  A motion was made by Bob Koepp, seconded by Werner Reining, and passed approving 

Sandy as the contact for name badges. 

RPRU 2011 

Chapter 15 will need to start advertising immediately after the 2010 RPRU. 

Each exhibitor will receive two passes.  Individual admission will be $10.00 a day or $25.00 for three 

days, with children 12 and under free.  Roger Siemsen Auction Chair reports Auctioneer Cary 

Auctions needs chapter 15 to decide on what percentage the club will receive, and what we have for an 

advertising budget.  No non-running tractors will be included, must be usable.  The seller may set a 

reserve, and if item does not sell the owner will pay the commission.  Some toys could be included as a 

fill in. 

 

Eric Koepp Toy chair has been working with Scale Models on an 826 gold pedal tractor.  The contract 

with the manufacturer (Ertle, Spec Cast, and Scale Model) should state that they will not sell prior to 

RPRU.  Don  Ranzenberger will be contacted about furnishing a trailer for toy storage. 

 

Camping chairmen Dave Kanten and Bob Koepp report that there are 30 full service hookups and will 

rent for $35.00 per night.  There are 50-60 electric only sites that will rent for $20.00 per night 

(campers will need to furnish their own long cords).  A 50% deposit will be needed with the balance 

due by April 30, 2011. Forty primitive sites will be available on a first come first served basis at 

$15.00 per night.  There are two waste stations on the grounds.   Vendor chair Bill Radil indicated that 

there are approximately 300 indoor spaces, and 200 outdoor spaces.  The rent will be $40.00 for a 

10X10 indoor spot, and $25.00 for a 20X20 outdoor spot. Vendors will be required to furnish proof of 

insurance. Bill and Bruce Nieman will begin to contact vendors at RPRU 2010. 

 

Parade chair Werner Reining and Fred Vergin have a source for magnetic numbers that can be affixed 

to tractors for the parade, and are inexpensive enough to be given to the exhibitor as a souvenir. 

We will plan on having a tractor walk with the feature tractors. 

Budgets were discussed for the following based on historical data from Missouri and Wisconsin: 

Portable toilets, Tours, Busing from parking lot for the three days of the show, Show books, Radio 

rental, Merchandise, Golf cart rental, Entertainment, Hospitality, and Kids train rental. 

Gold RPRU T’s were discussed.  A motion was made by Dave Kanten, seconded by Nathan Hanson, 

and passed to reserve the gold shirts we have on hand for the RPRU workers at $5.00 each.  Wearing 

the gold shirts will identify them as RPRU staff members.  Joe Schimmel has agreed to assist Nathan 

Hanson with finances for RPRU. 

 

It’s possible to get FFA, 4-H , or Boy Scouts to help with the kids area.  Linda Klein merchandise chair 

will have the following for RPRU Red T’s (adult and children), Red hats (kids and adults), Red Wing 

pottery (two pieces), and good pens.  Bruce checked and we are free to have any merchandise we want.  

We do not have to follow suit by selling Longaberger baskets.   Erwin Atzenhoefer and Rod Larson 

chairs of the Belt Buckles and Hat pins got a copy of the proposed designs.  They will work with the 

vendor to make suggested changes.  Because the buckles sold out last year Erwin inquired into 

increasing the quantity.  The numbers produced are limited by the National Board.  They will order 

650 buckles, 1500 hat pins, and thirty gold buckles.  Ten of those buckles will be auctioned. 

Orville Deling is the chair of tractor registration and will be helped by Mel Melcher. 

Show book sales will be done in the tractor photo area.The Board discussed loans from members to 

finance RPRU at a suggested interest rate of 5%.   Bruce will look into the legality of loan papers, and 

the appropriate rate of interest.The National Board has issued a President’s book that includes 

guidelines for RPRU. 

2010 Events and discussion 

Arnold Zempel will be contacted about presenting at the March meeting.  He has a new VCR about the 

F-30 with Rolo-matic front.  The Rochester Historical society will be hosting a show featuring IH 

August 14, and 15.  Erwin Atzenhoefer will contact them about Chapter 15 participation. 

Duane Gran and Harold Olson have indicated an interest in hosting a meeting in 2011. 

Al Rodenwald has indicated that he will not host a meeting in 2012, but does appreciate the interest in 

his collection.
